Sage Payroll first time users of this product – please contact your supplier for a free file download.  When received, follow the instructions below. 

1. Right click on the file supplied (SLPAYPRES Pressure Seal File) and from the small menu displayed click ‘Save As’.  A window will now be displayed with the title ‘Save Attachment’.

2. At the top of this window will be a drop down field with the words ‘Save in’ to the left of it. Click on the down arrow next to this field and double click on ‘My Computer’.

3. In the large window below double click on ‘Local Disk (C:) or the drive where your ‘Sage Payroll’ files are saved to.

4. Double click ‘Program Files’, then double click ‘Sage Payroll’ followed by ‘Reports’ and finally ‘PayslipsLaser’ or ‘Payslips’ if there is no ‘PayslipsLaser’ folder. 

5. Click ‘Save’ at the bottom right hand side of the window.

6. Launch ‘Sage Payroll’ and click ‘Pre-Update Reports’ located in the ‘Tasks’ panel on the left hand side of the screen. 

7. The file you have saved (SLPAYPRES Pressure Seal File) should now be listed.

Fine Tuning

If the text is too high or low on the form, it can be adjusted by altering the margin settings. Simply repeat the above process but when you get to ‘5. form settings’ increase the top margin to move the text down or decrease the margin to move the text up. Ensure you make a note of the margin settings before doing this & we would recommend only making small adjustments e.g. increasing from 0.75” to 0.85” will move the text down 1/10”.
IMPORTANT INFORMATION REGARDING STORAGE
To get the best performance from your forms, please ensure that boxes are stored in an upright position and not on their sides.  This will prevent them from creasing and ensure that they feed through the printer perfectly every time.  Please do not store the forms in a damp room as paper absorbs moisture.  This will undoubtedly lead to feeding problems.
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
